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During the summer and autumn of 2007, precipitation was observed by 40 automatic
raingauges in the mesoscale mountain range of Reykjanes, SW-Iceland (SKUR). Dur-
ing this period, cases of excessive lee-side drying and very strong orographic enhance-
ment were observed. These cases are explored and related to features of the atmo-
spheric flow.
